CABI launches Global Partnership 
for Pesticide Risk Reduction

C ABI ,  in  col laboration with i ts global 
p a r t n e r s ,  is  set  to  launch the Global 
Partnership for Pesticide Risk Reduction 
on 19th M ay 2026 through an exper t 
webinar bringing together key stakeholders 
from the public and private sectors. 
The initiative aims to strengthen 
international collaboration in addressing 
pesticide risks while supporting the transition 
toward safer and more sustainable agricul-
tural systems worldwide.

Although synthetic pesticides have played 
a major role in protecting crop yields 
and food production, increasing scienti�c 
evidence highlights serious concerns 
regarding their impact on human and 
animal health, environmental safety, 
and biodiversity. In addition, several 
active ingredients currently used in many 
countries are restricted or banned in 
high-value international export markets, 
creating growing challenges for agricul-
tural trade.

The newly launched partnership seeks 
to promote coordinated global action 
through evidence-based strategies and 
practical interventions that protect farmers, 
consumers, ecosystems, and agricul-
tural productivity. 

The initiative builds upon consulta-
tions conducted with CABI Member 
Countries and international partners 
throughout 2025.

FAOPMA recently delivered its Termite Management 
Masterclass,  bringing together nearly 500 pest 
management professionals from across the Asia-Oceania 
region for a highly engaging and practical session.
